Eagle Bay Landing Homeowners Association
Rules and Regulations


1. PURPOSE. This document expands and clarifies the authority of the use restriction's and maintenance obligations for lots provided in Article 7 of the Eagle Bay Landing Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, Restrictions and Easements.

The Rules and Regulations as approved by the Eagle Bay Landing Owners Association (EBLOA) Board of Directors (BD), is complimentary to and by reference incorporates the “Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, Restrictions and Easements”. It is understood that the Board of Directors (BD): (a) may, from time to time, modify the Rules and Regulations;
and (b) may grant exceptions as deemed appropriate and requested on a case-by-case bases. (Explanatory Note: The Rules and Regulations shall in no manner over-rule, usurp, or counterman the “Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions”. Additionally, it is important to understand that one needs both the Rules and Regulations and the use restrictions to have a complete and comprehensive understanding of the total set of use restrictions.)	*”

2. ENFORCEMENT. Use Restriction violations, as monitored by the Association's “Covenants Committee” (hence forth referred to as the CC), shall be enforced by the Associations Board	, of Directors(BD). Violations may result in loss of privileges, and/or monetary fines. Monetary
fines shall be limited to  a maximum of $50.00 a day per violation not to exceyed 20 days or
$1,000.00 per violation. The CC, as the levying authority, shall establish a fine schedule.
FOR THE PURPOSES OF THESE RULES, all owners shall cause anyone occupying or visiting his or her lot, including lessees, to comply with these rules and shall be responsible form violations and losses they cause, notwithstanding the fact that such persons are responsible for complying and may be sanctioned for any violation.
3. OPERATIONAL DEFINITIONS. The following definitions are operationally used as part of this document to help ensure clarity, brevity, and ease of reference.
3.1. Vehicles.  Include, without limitation, automobiles, trucks, motorcycles, vans, golf carts, and recreational vehicles.
3.2. Commercial vehicles. Vehicles owned, operated, and used for purposes associated with the conduct of pick-up and delivery operations (i.e. UPS, FedEx, construction materials).
3.3. Moving Equipment includes moving trucks (Uhaul, Budget, etc..) and moving pods.

3.4. Restricted vehicles include pickup trucks with raised camper tops or other raised enclosures or commercial vehicles (including all vehicles with commercial lettering or logos), large trucks, boats, trailers, campers, jet skis, or similar vehicles. (Note: “Sports Utility Vehicles”, pickup trucks without raised enclosures, and vehicles without commercial writing or logos shall be treated as automobiles.)
3.5. Common Areas. All HOA owned and maintained areas and facilities (i.e. roads, pool,
recreational facilities).
3.6. Construction equipment. Items used in the course of construction (i.e. cranes, air compressors, tractors, service vehicles (to include pickup trucks, etc.).
3.7. Personal Use Items. Recreational and clothing items. Such item may consist of but not be limited to: kayaks, bicycles, skate boards, towels, clothing, toys, beach items, or other similar type items.
3.8. ARB: The Architectural Review Board reviews ALL NEW EXTERIOR ADDITIONS OR CHANGES to a home and its surroundings in accordance with the Architectural Review Guidelines.

4. ANIMALS AND PETS.

4.1. Pet owners shall be responsible for collecting and properly disposing of their pet's waste.
4.2. The barking of dogs shall not be an unreasonable source of annoyance.
4.3. No pets owned by contractors or workers shall be permitted on Eagle Bay Landing property.
4.4. No exotic pets shall be permitted.
4.5. Pets shall be kept inside, on a leash, or under positive control of the owner at all times no	e oa	g pe s)
5. VEHICLES AND PARKING.	a*'*
5.1. Commercial vehicles - are not permitted in the community except for delivery/pick-up services, and authorized construction activities as described in Exhibit“B” (Architectural Review Guidelines).
5.2. All boats or boat trailers, laree trucks, campers, iet skis, motorcvcles or simila_r vehcles must be kept within an enclosed garage or off premises. Only personal automobiles, SUV's, pick-up trucks, or similar vehicles bearing current license and registration tags shall be permitted to be parked in Eagle Bay Landing.
5.3. Construction/Utility Vehicles: Trailers and utility vehicles used for parcel and domicile improvements may be kept overnight with ARB or BD approval.
5.4. Parking: Vehicles and restricted vehicles are not permitted to be parked on empty lots, landscaping, grassy areas, or sidewalks at any time except with prior approval of the BD. All vehicles and restricted vehicles are prohibited from parking on the street between the hours of 10:00 pm and 8:00 am

5.5. Overnight Parking: Vehicles are not permitted to be parked on the streets overnight at any time except with prior approval of the BD. All vehicles must be removed from the streets by 10:00 pm.
5.6. Moving Equipment: shall be permitted for 5 days without approval from the BD. Storage of Moving equipment beyond 5 days requires BD approval. All moving equipment is prohibited from being stored overnight on the street or parcel landscaping.
5.7. Illegally parked vehicles are subject to being fined or towed at the owner's expense.

6. NOISE CONTROL:
6.1. Outside speakers shall be turned off by 10 pm.
6.2. Construction activities shall be conducted in compliance with Architectural Review Guidelines.

7. PROHIBITED CONDITIONS: Exterior Accessories, furniture, and personal item displays must be appropriate and consistent with the standard of a first-class residential community. To ensure a clean and cohesive, community wide look, the following conditions, structures, or activities are prohibited on any lot.
7.1. Outside clotheslines or other outside facilities for drying or airing clothes unless properly screened and approved in advance by the ARB.
7.2. Yards: Oversized craft and Art objects are not permitted.
7.3. Landscaping: Landscaping additions must be approved by the ARB whether in the front or back yards. (Note: More detailed information is provided in the Architectural Review Guidelines.)
7.4. Porch furniture:  (1) Must be commonly known as porch furniture, (i.e. couches,
ressers,	, washstands are not permitted on porches). (2) colors should blend with the color and style of the home.
7.5. Porches shall not be cluttered. Plants and art objects, must not be excessive in number and size. Statues are not permitted without written approval from the ARB.
7.6. Personal use items. Sports equipment, toys, and items of similar nature shall be stored either within the house, garage, or in the backyard area neatly screened from view. Bikes shall be stored in a garage, back porch, or side yard screened from view with approved plantings or fencing.
7.7. Holiday Decorations shall be removed no later than two weeks past the holiday period.
7.8. Hot Tubs/Spas: Personal hot tubs/spas are permitted with approval from the ARB.
8. SMOKING. Smoking is not permitted in the pool area.
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9. GARBAGE COLLECTION.
9.1. Garbage containers may be put curbside after 5:00 pm on the day just prior to pick up and removed to a location not visible from the home's main street by 6:00 pm of the pickup day. Garbage pick-up currently occurs on Tuesdays and Fridays.

10. POOL.
10.1. Hours for pool use are: 8:00 am to 10:00 pm.
10.2. No lifeguard on duty: swim at your own risk, and obey all rules.
10.3. Closure: The pool may be closed for maintenance on an as needed basis. Association Members will receive advanced notification of any pool closures due to required maintenance.
10.4. Supervision: Children under the age of 12 must be accompanied by a parent or an
adult chaperone.
10.5. Swim Wear: Proper Swim Wear is required. Toddlers must wear “swim diapers”.
10.6. The Following is NOT PERMITTED within the fenced pool area:
10.6.1. Pets, Bicycles, skate boards, scooters (unless used for disability).
10.6.2. [image: ]Glass is not allowed anywhere within the fenced pool area.
10.6.3. Diving or Running
10.6.4. Audio equipment that is creating excessive noise or that is an unreasonable source of annoyance.
10.7. Association Members or their guests found in violation of the pool rules may
have their usage rights restricted.

(Note: “Rules posting” shall be stated in as cordial a manner as possible; however, such verbiage shall not circumvent the basis for legal enforcement.)
